Parties A and B both agree to comply with the following terms for the execution of "□□□□□□□□□□□□" project: 

Article 1: 

Details of the project have been outlined in the proposal named □□□□□□□□□□ (referred to as the "Proposal", as presented in Attachment 1). The Proposal forms an integral part of this agreement. 

Article 2: 

The duration of the project shall commence on □□□□/□□/□□ (yyyy/mm/dd) and end on □□□□/□□/□□ (yyyy/mm/dd). This duration may be extended if needed, subject to the consent of both parties. 

Article 3: 

Collaboration between the two parties over the course of the project shall proceed as follows: 

I.
Party A's project host will conduct research according to the schedule outlined in the Proposal. 

II.
Should Party B demand more insight into the progress of the project, Party A and the project host shall provide information as thoroughly as possible. 

III.
Should Party A require necessary assistance from Party B to execute the project, Party B shall accommodate Party A's needs as much as possible over the duration of the project. 

IV.
Party A's project host shall produce progress reports using Party B's prescribed format and deliver at the timing specified below: 

   A.
Within □ months from the project commencement date stated in Article 2, □ copy/copies of the interim progress report shall be delivered to Party B. 

   B.
Within □ months after the project end date stated in Article 2, □ copy/copies of the final report shall be delivered to Party B.

Article 4: 

I.
Party B shall provide Party A with a budget totaling NTD □□□□ (tax inclusive) to execute the project. 

II.
The budget is to be paid in one lump-sum payment within □ days after the agreement is effected. [Option 1] 
(or) The budget is to be paid in two payments after the agreement is effected; the first payment shall be made □ days after the agreement is signed and shall amount to NTD □□□□ (60% of the total), whereas the second payment is due □ days after the closing report has been revised and passed review and shall amount to NTD □□□□ (40% of the total). Article 5: 

I.
Budgets received from the project shall be managed by Party A under its Academic Fund. Party A will consolidate payment receipts and present them to Party B to offset expenses as budgeted in the Proposal. 

II.
All buildings, books, periodicals, instruments and equipment purchased with the budget shall be owned by Party A and treated as its own property. 

III.
Any budget remaining after the project shall be retained by Party A. 

Article 6: 

All results developed from the project shall be owned by Party B. Party A and the project host may publish thesis based on results developed from the project, to which Party B may not object without justifiable reason. 

Article 7: 

Party B may not transfer its rights or obligations under the agreement to any third party without prior written consent from Party A. 

Article 8: 

Results produced from this project are considered to have been offered by Party A to assist in Party B's future product development and manufacturing. They do not comprise any part of Party B's technology or product. In addition, Party A offers no guarantees or endorsements for products developed as a result, and Party B may not display words in its promotional materials, web pages, packaging or anywhere that would associate Party A in any way. 

In the event that Party B is found to have violated the above rule, Party B agrees to recall all promotional materials, web pages, packaging and other infringing articles within 10 days after receiving Party A's written notice, and shall pay Party A a penalty charge totaling two million New Taiwan Dollars. In which case, Party A may terminate this agreement without prior notice and retain all payments it has collected without refund. 

Article 9: 

I.
Party A, Party B and the project host may not disclose to any third party information gained as a result of this project without prior written consent from the other two parties. Party A, Party B and the project host are responsible for demanding that any personnel involved in this project comply with the requirement of this Article. 

II.
Confidentiality obligations of this agreement shall remain effective even in the event that the agreement is terminated or canceled, subject to a total of two years after the project ends. 

Article 10: 

I.
Should any party fail to fulfill its obligations under the agreement, the other party may issue a written notice and demand rectification within 15 days. If rectification is not made within the given time, the other party may terminate this agreement through writing. 

II.
In the event where Party A terminates the agreement due to Party B's default, Party A may confiscate any research budgets already received from Party B. Apart from which, Party A may not demand further compensation from Party B for losses caused as a result. 

III.
In the event where Party B terminates the agreement due to Party A's default, Party A shall return any unused budgets back to Party B free of interest. In which case, Party B may cease payment of further research budgets and Party A shall not be liable to compensate further losses caused as a result. 

IV.
Either party may proceed to terminate this agreement if it is believed that the project will not achieve its expected purpose. In which case, a written notice must be issued to the other party at least 30 days in advance to terminate the agreement. Once the agreement is terminated, Party A shall return any unused budgets back to Party B free of interest. Party B may not request Party A to return research budgets that have already been spent. Neither party may demand compensation from the other for losses caused by the termination. 

Article 11: 

This agreement shall take effect from the date specified on the final page after both parties have signed. Neither party shall be held responsible for failing to fulfill contractual obligations as a result of flood, fire, storm, earthquake or causes that are not attributable to any party. 

Article 12:  

Additions, deletions or modifications to the agreement do not take effect unless agreed in writing by both parties. 

Article 13:  

Parties A and B agree to resolve any disputes arising from the agreement through arbitration in Taipei City in accordance with the Arbitration Law of the Republic of China. In the event of a litigation, both parties agree to seek first judgment from Taipei District Court. 

Article 14:  

I.
This agreement and any attachments thereof shall be construed as the two parties' complete intent with regards to the project. Any terms that were previously agreed between the two parties but excluded from the agreement or attachments thereof shall not be legally binding to any party. 

II.
Both the agreement and its attachments are legally binding documents. Where contradictions exist, the terms stated in the agreement shall prevail. 

Article 15: 

Parties A and B agree that even if any of the terms or part thereof has been voided by court or arbitrator, other unaffected terms of the agreement shall still remain effective.
